To reduce the very high rate of unemployment and underemployment, Abouna Firas Khoury Diab established several Employment Projects.  These Employment Projects enable several families to afford food, clothing, and housing.  These Employment Projects operate according to Fair Trade Practices.  
The goal of the Candle Project is to employ several women with part-time work to hand-make natural, organic, traditional Palestinian candles.  One type of candle is produced.  

The goal of the Embroidery Project is to employ several women with part-time work.  Some the women sew traditional Palestinian embroidery.  
The goal of the Incense Project is to employ several men with part-time work to hand-make natural, organic incense.  Incense is produced.  
The goal of the Olive Oil Project is to employ several men and women with part-time work to hand-make natural, organic, traditional Palestinian Olive Oil.  Olive Oil is produced.  
The goal of the Olive Oil Soap Bar Project is to employ several men and women with part-time work to hand-make traditional Palestinian Olive Oil Soap Bars.  Bars are produced.  
The goal of the Olive Wood Project is to employ several men and women with part-time work to hand-make Olive Wood products.  Chotki, Crosses, Nativity Ornaments, and Rosaries are produced. 
The goal of the Sewing Project is to employ many men and women with full-time work sewing items.  Cut pieces of cloth are sewed into clothes.  
The goal of the Tourist Project is to bring visitors to Zababdeh and its surrounding Christian Pilgrimage Sites.  Several tours were given.
